Since the very earliest days of the Church it
has always been the responsibility of the local church
to care for its ministers and indeed our parish has to
be entirely self-funding for all its needs.

It's a joy to be able to help
bring renewal to our parish — we’ve come a long way
in barely three years and we've got a long way to go
yet, but to see how much we're growing and how
much the fabric of the Paris is changing is a real
blessing. So thank you for all
the blessings that you are to me
in your prayers and support, for
all that you've done in the past
and for all that we can
accomplish together in the
future.
